STATEMENT OF GENERAL
PRINCIPLES FOR ETHICS OF

LAWYERS
Adopted by the IBA in 1995 in Edinburgh

Lawyers throughout the world are
specialised professionals who place the
interests of their clients above their own, and
strive to obtain respect for the Rule of Law.
They have to combine a continuous update on
legal developments with service to their
clients, respect for the Courts, and the
legitimate aspiration to maintain a reasonable
standard of living. Between these elements
there is often tension. These principles aim at
establishing a generally accepted framework
against which to measure the professional
approach which may reasonably be expected of
a lawyer in any part of the world.

1. Lawyers shall at all times maintain the
highest standards of honesty and integrity
towards all those with whom they come into
contact.

2. Lawyers shall treat the interests of
their clients as paramount, subject always to
their duties to the Court and the interests of
justice, to observe the law and to maintain
ethical standards.

3. Lawyers shall honour any undertaking
given in the course of their practice, until the
undertaking is performed, released or excused.

4. Lawyers shall not place themselves in
a position in which their clients’ interests
conflict with those of themselves, their partners
or another client.

5. Lawyers shall at all times maintain
confidentiality regarding the affairs of their
present or former clients, unless otherwise
required by law.

6. Lawyers shall respect the freedom of
clients to be represented by the lawyer of their
choice.

7. Lawyers shall account faithfully for
any of their clients’ money which come into
their possession, and shall keep it separate
from their own money.

8. Lawyers shall maintain sufficient
independence to allow them to give their
clients unbiased advice.

9. Lawyers shall give their clients
unbiased opinion as to the likelihood of
success of their case and shall not generate
unnecessary work.

10. Lawyers shall use their best efforts to
carry out work in a competent and timely
manner, and shall not take on work which they
do not reasonably believe they will be able to
carry out in that manner.

11. Lawyers are entitled to a reasonable
fee for their work. A demand for fees should
not be a condition of the lawyer carrying out
the necessary work if made at an unreasonable
time or in an unreasonable manner.

12. Lawyers shall always behave towards
their colleagues with integrity, fairness and
respect.

The Statement of General Principles for Ethics of Lawyers (1995) was the result of work
done under the direction of Javier Sans Roig and Niels Fisch-Thomsen, co-chairmen of the IBA
Professional Ethics Committee.

That document has since been replaced by the General Principles for the Legal Profession,
approved by the IBA Council on September 20, 2006, in Chicago (the 26™ document in this
collection).

The draft Compendium of IBA Standards, Statements, Rules, Concordat & Resolutions
dated October 2002, as posted on the IBA website”, states that this Statement supersedes the
1988 International Code of Ethics (the 2™ document in this collection) but this would appear not
to be the case (see above commentary on the 1988 International Code of Ethics).
